Baby Bottles
A parenting/child development unit of instruction for 9-10th grade students

Introduction:

Few things we do in life are as important as raising our own children. Statistically, over 90% of adults will become parents, whether they are well prepared or not. This unit is designed to introduce students to some basic parenting concepts and provide them opportunities to develop and demonstrate problem solving and decision making skills that will be necessary for a successful parenting experience.

Unit objectives:
Upon completion of this unit, students will:

· Describe the various types of development

· Identify characteristics of each stage of child development

· Demonstrate appropriate problem solving skills related to parenting situations
· Assume responsibility for an object representing a child for an extended period of time and reflect on that experience
· Compare similarities and differences in being responsible for an actual child and an object representing a child

· Describe positive interaction skills for working with children

· Understand challenges and responsibilities of parenthood

Advance preparation required:

The teacher will take one photo (digital photos are quick and easy to print) of each student and using clear packing tape, attach the photo over the label of the water bottle, along with the student’s name.

Copies of all worksheets and activity cards will need to be prepared. For durability, the What Will You Do situation cards can be printed on cardstock and laminated.

Body:

The following suggestions were designed for a 50 minute class period and will take approximately 8 class periods, depending on the teacher’s selection of additional variations and the individual students involved.

Period 1:

1) Explain to students that you have discovered a magical method that enables you to see into the future and know what their future children will be like. As much as you would like to share this information with them, the magical method requires that they discover this for themselves. (1-2 minutes)
2) Give each student a die and a copy of the Ten Little Fingers sheet (1 minute)
3) Explain to students the instructions for Ten Little Fingers:

a. Each student will roll the die.

b. Starting with the first category, cross off the item listed next to the number on the die you just rolled.

c. Continue rolling and crossing off until there is only one item left on the list in that category.

d. Proceed to the next category, repeating the same method.

e. When all students have finished, ask for a few volunteers to share what they have learned about their future children with the rest of the class. 
f. Discuss the importance of the sections listed, asking students to identify:

Which would be the best choice for children? 

Why some categories might have more than one correct answer?

What should someone do if they are a parent and don’t know the correct answer? (steer them towards finding reputable information from a trusted parent or friend, professional, or educational source)

Time to complete: 15 minutes including instructions and discussion
4) Ask students to brainstorm in small groups the responses to these two questions (5 minutes):
a. What would be great about being a parent?

b. What would not be so great about being a parent?
5) Pass out the Baby Bottles to each student. The teacher may choose to prepare the bottles ahead of time with each student’s photo and name attached to the bottles, or class time may be used to require students to provide initial “care” to their own Baby Bottles. (5 minutes if prepared in advance)
6) Distribute the Baby Bottle Assignment Sheet to students. Allow students to review the information, then stress important points and address any questions or answers. (MODIFICATION—An option that might be preferred in some classrooms is to have students read the assignment sheet aloud) (5 minutes)

7) Distribute the Baby Bottle Reaction Sheet to students and provide time for them to write their responses. (6 minutes) Ask for volunteers to share what they have written; discuss with students who shares similar feelings? (5 minutes)

8) Provide students with the first copy of the Baby Bottle Daily Summary Sheet. Review the procedure for completing the sheet, calling attention to the parental signature requirement (3 minutes)
9) Students each draw one “What Would You Do” card out of a bowl or a baby related item (diaper bag, etc). Ask students to record the situation on their Daily Summary Sheet (3 minutes)

Period 2:
1) As students enter class, ask them to place their babies on top of their desks, along with the daily summary sheet (1 minute).

2) Lead a brief class discussion with the following questions (8-10 minutes):

a. How difficult was it to remember to spend time with your Baby Bottle?

b. What was the most rewarding part of becoming a parent?

c. What was the most challenging part of becoming a parent?

d. Choose two students to read their What Would You Do situation and share their response, as well as the feedback from the adult.

e. Ask for feedback from the students about the solution chosen.

f. Ask the class why it might be important to ask a lot of questions as a parent, as well as look at many different opinions about specific parenting situations.

g. Ask for student volunteers to share parental reactions to the project.

3) Collect the daily summary sheet (1 minute)
4) Explain to students that today we will be looking at some of the typical things that will happen to children as a part of development. During the power point presentation, students are to make notes in the appropriate section of the notetaking guide. (1 minute)
5) Briefly review the general categories of development and stages of development following the power point presentation. (8 minutes)

6) Introduce Developmental Card Sort. Ask students to each take at least one of the developmental card sort cards, then find the sign that has the stage of development in which this event occurs. Once they find the stage of development, students should then choose the type of development that best fits the example on their card and stick it on the wall under that sign.
7) Once all students have found the section they believe their card belongs in, ask students to share the example on their card as their stage and type of development is discussed. Stress that some of the cards might fit into more than one category.(8 minutes)

8) Ask students to remain in their small groups (divided by where their card belonged) and consider their responses to the following question: What is the most important thing that parents need to know? Ask for them to share responses (4 minutes)

9) Introduce foldable assignment (see attached file). Review instructions and requirements (4 minutes)
10) Students each draw one “What Would You Do” card out of a bowl or a baby related item (diaper bag, etc). Ask students to record the situation on their Daily Summary Sheet (3 minutes)

Period 3:

1) As students enter class, ask them to place their babies on top of their desks, along with the daily summary sheet (1 minute).

2) Lead a brief class discussion with the following questions (5-8 minutes):

a. Choose two students to read their What Would You Do situation and share their response, as well as the feedback from the adult.

b. Ask for feedback from the students about the solution chosen.

c. Ask the class to provide examples of parenting questions that might have a right or wrong answer, as well as those that may have many right answers. Discuss student responses.
3) Ask students to share what they remember from yesterday’s developmental cards activity, discuss. Each student then receives a short scenario and is asked to complete the questions about the child’s development in the scenario. (6 minutes) 
4) Provide students time outline work on  the foldable (32 minutes). Check progress, guiding with suggestions and questioning as needed.
5) Students each draw one “What Would You Do” card out of a bowl or a baby related item (diaper bag, etc). Ask students to record the situation on their Daily Summary Sheet (3 minutes)

Period 4:

1) As students enter class, ask them to place their babies on top of their desks, along with the daily summary sheet (1 minute).

2) Lead a brief class discussion with the following questions (7-10 minutes):

a. Choose two students to read their What Would You Do situation and share their response, as well as the feedback from the adult.

b. Ask for feedback from the students about the solution chosen.

c. Ask students the title of their favorite book as a child. Discuss what makes a book good or bad? 
d. Discuss techniques a reader could use to make a book more interesting for a child. Provide students with a handout summarizing these techniques.
3) Read a short book to demonstrate these techniques to students. (7 minutes)
4) Ask students sort assorted children’s books into best for infant, toddler, preschooler. Ask for volunteers to describe why they chose the books for each section. (8 minutes)

5) Provide each student with a copy of the Children’s Book Review sheet. Review instructions and ask them to select a book to read to their baby bottle each evening during the assignment. (7 minutes)

6) Students complete the Children’s Book Review sheet (8 minutes)
7) Provide students time outline work on  the foldable (12 minutes). Check progress of each group, guiding with suggestions and questioning as needed.

8) Students each draw one “What Would You Do” card out of a bowl or a baby related item (diaper bag, etc). Ask students to record the situation on their Daily Summary Sheet (3 minutes)

Period 5:

1) As students enter class, ask them to place their babies on top of their desks, along with the daily summary sheet (1 minute).

2) Lead a brief class discussion with the following questions (5 minutes):

a. Choose two students to read their What Would You Do situation and share their response, as well as the feedback from the adult.

b. Ask for feedback from the students about the solution chosen.

c. Ask students what types of problems they have encountered trying to manage both school and their Baby Bottle.

3) Provide students time outline work on  the foldable (41 minutes). Students each draw one “What Would You Do” card out of a bowl or a baby related item (diaper bag, etc). Ask students to record the situation on their Daily Summary Sheet (3 minutes)

Period 6:

1) As students enter class, ask them to place their babies on top of their desks, along with the daily summary sheet (1 minute).

2) Lead a brief class discussion with the following questions (5-8 minutes):

a. Choose two students to read their What Would You Do situation and share their response, as well as the feedback from the adult.

b. Ask for feedback from the students about the solution chosen.

c. Ask students to describe when the best time would be to become a parent. Discuss responses.
3) Provide students time outline work on  the foldable (38 minutes). Check progress of each group, guiding with suggestions and questioning as needed. Encourage students to complete their foldable work during today’s class. 
4) Students each draw one “What Would You Do” card out of a bowl or a baby related item (diaper bag, etc). Ask students to record the situation on their Daily Summary Sheet (3 minutes)

Period 7:

1) As students enter class, ask them to place their babies on top of their desks, along with the daily summary sheet (1 minute).

2) Lead a brief class discussion with the following questions (5-8 minutes):

a. Choose two students to read their What Would You Do situation and share their response, as well as the feedback from the adult.

b. Ask for feedback from the students about the solution chosen.

c. Ask students to describe how this experience has been similar to actually being a parent and how it has been different. Discuss.
3) Using a power point presentation, outline facts about child abuse and shaken baby syndrome. Ask students to complete notetaking guide during the presentation. (8 minutes)

4) Lead a brief discussion following the presentation, asking students reactions to the topic and ideas for things that can be done to prevent child abuse and help victims of abuse.  Ask students to find an internet website that discusses either child abuse or shaken baby syndrome and evaluate the information on the website using the Website Evaluation form (variation: students may work in small groups in computers are limited) (19 minutes)

5) Distribute the Baby Bottle Project Evaluation and ask students to complete it. As a class, discuss what the students liked and disliked about the project. (7 minutes)

6) Have students write a letter to their future child. See attached file for the scoring guide. (7 minutes)  
Variations:

· Encourage students to write their own “What Would You Do” situations

· Students could share brochures/power points/posters/videos with local parents through community groups and/or displays at local businesses, such as banks or doctors offices. Videos and power points could also be shared with the community through local cable access stations

· For special needs students, reduce the number of topics required in the webquest project

· For gifted students, allow a more in depth research of an area of interest to them

· Invite a guest speaker who works in the field of early childhood to discuss career options available to those who enjoy children

· Students could share statistics they learned during the Website Evaluation through a school bulletin board or website.

Baby Bottles Assignment Sheet[image: image1.wmf]
Congratulations! You are now the proud parent of a baby…..a baby bottle, that is. The baby bottle is designed to help you get just a taste of what it is like to have someone else depending on you for everything!

Your baby bottle is very unique, much like a real baby. It looks a lot like you and although it is somewhat durable, the baby bottle could be damaged if it is not cared for properly. For the next seven days you are responsible for the care of this baby bottle.

Although a real baby won’t come with any care instructions, there are a few things you’ll need to know about this baby bottle:

1) At the present time, the lid is sealed on the water bottle. This seal should still be intact at the end of the assignment

2) Most of you have a minimum of seven hours between the end of the school day and bedtime. Of this time, you’ll need to spend no less than ½ hour of it with your baby bottle.  Each day during this week, you will receive a situation that will require you to make a decision about the care for your baby bottle. After making that decision, discuss the decision and the solution with an adult (over age 18) who you think is a good parent. Find out if they have any suggestions about how you should handle your situation. Record your information on the Baby Bottle Daily Summary Sheet each day and turn in at the start of class the next day (these are worth the biggest part of points for your project)
3) This baby is your responsibility! Don’t give it to your mom and expect her to do the work!! I’ll expect to see you and your baby bottle each day during my class. Although you’ll need to take it with you to each class, I highly recommend that you DO NOT allow it to become a distraction during your other classes. If this becomes an issue, please do not expect me to race to your defense and talk your way out of trouble for you.

4) Abuse of a baby bottle is a very serious issue. If you should happen to witness abuse happening, please complete an abuse witness form. These are available in my classroom. If you happen to be found guilty of abusing your baby bottle, expect severe consequences.

Babysitting Foldable

Your task is to research guidelines that a good babysitter will need to know and create a foldable designed to help prepare someone for a babysitting job. Your foldable will address the following topics for an infant, toddler, and preschooler:

1. Entertainment: What are two age appropriate entertainment options you could use?

2. Clothing: What are three important factors to consider when choosing their clothing?

3. Behavior: How to make them do what you need them to

4. Meals/Snacks: What do they need to eat? What foods might cause them problems?

5. Baths & Bedtime: What are important bathtime tips? How do you get them to go to sleep?

6. Safety: What specific things are important about keeping them safe?

Each of these "layers" will be divided into three sections, so that you can describe the differences for each stage of development. You will need four different pieces of paper to create your foldable.

The final layer will address Accidents and Emergencies and will have only one section that pertains to all three levels of development.

Chapter 11.2 of your textbook will be helpful in creating your project.

Be sure to review the scoring guide before you finish your work. Write your name on the scoring guide and attach it to your work when you are ready to turn it in.

Reading Rocks!!

Benefits of reading to children before they can even read:

· They learn that books are fun and reading is a good thing

· It is entertaining for them and gives the caregiver a chance to bond with the child

· They learn about topics they may not know about

· Reading to children promotes readiness for school
· Reading can promote creativity when the child imagines what is happening in the book

Ways to make reading even better for children:

· Develop voices for the characters—be silly and have some fun
· Go really over the top with costumes or props
· Ask them questions that relate to the story or topic as you read the book

· Emphasize pictures in the book

· Ask them what they think will happen next

· Praise the child for participating

· Discuss what they liked the best or didn’t like and why
